4. Operation

(1) Plug the AC adapter into the outlet.

(2) Insert the wick into the cutting slot § to the desired length.
(3) The sensor will detect the wick insertion and cut it.

(1) Unplug the AC adapter from the unit.

(2) Remove the wick collector.

(3) While holdingB, remove the front cover.

(4) Return the wick holding plate adjustment knob to the open position.

(5) Remove the hexagon wrench stored on the bottom of the unit.

(6) Insert the hexagon wrench into the gear hole and rotate the wrench about 6
times in the direction of the arrow. The blades of the cutter open.

(7) Insert the hexagon wrench into the access hole at the back and push out
the cutter.
(8) Remove the cutter from the unit.
