3. WARNINGS, CAUTIONS AND NOTES

/\ WARNING

Warnings, cautions and notes are placed at critical points in this manual to
direct the operator’s attention to significant items.

To prevent accidents or damage to the HAKKO FT-700, be sure to observe
the following:

/\ CAUTION

®Do not modify the HAKKO FT-700.

@®Use only genuine HAKKO replacement parts.

@®Do not wet the unit or use the unit with wet hand.

@®Remove power cord by holding the plug — not the wires.

@Take care not to pinch fingers.

@®Turn the power off when not in use, or left unattended.

@Turn the power off when changing parts or storing the HAKKO FT-700.
®While using the HAKKO FT-700, don’t do anything which may cause bodily

harm or physical damage.

5. OPERATION

(D Turn on the power switch.
(2 Touch the blackened tip to the polishing
brush to remove the oxide film.

NOTE:
A tip temperature of 300°C (512°F) is the
most suitable for cleaning.

3 Just after removing the oxide film with the HAKKO FT-700, perform the tinning
work again using the HAKKO FS-100 or solder wire currently being used. Since
the HAKKO FS-100 is active than solder wire, finely powdered pure Sn tinning
enables them to be melted immediately, which allows proper retinning.

NOTE:

When the tip temperature is 400°C (752°F) or more, even if the oxide film is re-
moved by the HAKKO FT-700, the tip will be blackened unless it is soldered
promptly.

NOTE:

After the HAKKO FS-100 is used, remove the solder retinned by the HAKKO FT-
700 or cleaning sponge etc. and feed the solder wire currently being used before
normal operation. This procedure is to prevent the flux residue of the HAKKO FS-
100 being remained on the P.W.B., as the HAKKO FS-100 has more flux than the
cored solder.

NOTE:
When the oxide is hard to remove, the oxide sometimes cannot be removed even
by the HAKKO FT-700. In this case, use an accessory brush.

(1) Remove oxide with a brush. (2) Clean with the HAKKO

FT-700 again.

() Tin with the HAKKO
FS-100 again.

NOTE:

When a brush is used, small scratches may be produced on the iron plating
surface of the tip.

Do not always use a brush, but use only when oxide cannot be removed by
cleaning with the HAKKO FT-700.

4. INITIAL SETUP

/\CAUTION
Store the brush in the HAKKO FT-700 with the brush head facing down.

Otherwise, personal injury may result.
